Our thanks to all the club members, junior club members and non-club members who gave up their 
Sunday to help out. At the end of the day, the equipment was dismantled and stowed back in the 
storeroom in record time! The final take was £90. 
 
Outdoor Range, North Weald 
You will all be aware that we are now sharing with Weald Bassett FC. The manner of their arrival 
on our range leaves a lot to be desired and the airfield manager has apologised for not consulting 
with all parties concerned earlier as this would have avoided a lot of annoyance and 
misunderstanding, both by the footballers and us.  It would also have avoided some serious safety 
issues that arose.  
Although we have got used to being on our own on the field, the fact remains that it was never for 
our exclusive use and was under utilised. The more people who use the airfield, the more chance we 
have of not losing it to housing. 
The close proximity of footballers and their supporters’ means that the posting of notices is no 
longer sufficient under Archery GB rules, and the range has to be roped off. The present fence goes 
a little further in that it also has plastic mesh to try to stop loose balls entering the archery range. 
The manager is obtaining quotes with a view to erecting a permanent chain link fence. This fence 
will be gated at the far end to permit access to the rest of the range on longer shoots. The range is 
130 yards so up to and including 80 yards may be shot without having to refer to the footballers 
(save of ensuring that they are aware that shooting is taking place). Distances in excess of 80 yards 
need prior planning with the footballers to ensure that the 9-aside pitch across our range is not in 
use. If footballers are present elsewhere on the field, then the extended area will require roping off. 
If no one else is using the field, notices are sufficient.  
The above is a short run down on the changes, but everyone has now got a copy of the new rules 
governing the range and it those rules that we need to abide by.  
To avoid a conflict of interests as much as possible, it is intended to reschedule the longer shoots 
outside the football season.  
 
Incidentally, and nothing to do with the above, the airfield manager hopes to find enough money to 
refurbish the toilet area in building 240.
