Clout Shooting

As more people are using the airfield, maintairstrqngent safety rules is of paramount necessity.
It is for this reason that our range has been sedavith a fence and a permanent one proposed.

Shoots of up to 80 yards (70 metres) can be safedy within the enclosed area but any that are
longer will compromise safety. Re-scheduling theutlshoots outside of the football season has
alleviated this, although we cannot tell how lorddoe football lasts all year.

The recent two-way double clout very clearly showeat we can no longer continue this shoot in
its present form, should the proposed permanerefgo ahead. The shorter distances required by
the juniors means that some arrows will fall on fémece itself. For this reason, at future shodis, t
only juniors allowed to shoot at clout alongside #eniors, will be those capable of reaching 140
yards. This means that only two flags will be nee@e for two-way clout) and they can be placed
more centrally within the width of the range, giyia greater safety margin at the sides.

The shooting line can be placed at the 20-yardeangrk thereby placing the 140-yard clout 30
yards past the fence. This will allow for undershand give sufficient safety overshoot at 180
yards. For the return (two-way clout) The gentautishould be placed on the 60-yard range mark
and the ladies at the 100 yard mark. This will plélce return shooting line 110 yards from the
fence thereby allowing the correct safety oversHioothe return.

In the event of shooting outside the enclosed ratige whole excess area required must be
cordoned off, plus the appropriate signage. Thigiprevent other users from believing that the
signage applies only to the enclosed range. Tlieldimanagement should be notified in advance
of the intention to extend the range. This willoall the manager to make any arrangements
necessary for the safety of other users.

With all of the above taken into consideratiorsiproposed that a dedicated day to practice for the
clout shoots be scheduled for the Sunday beforevbkat, airfield management and our club diary
permitting.

“Coming Down”

Compound Bows — Indoor Rounds 7" Dec 2009

The following was circulated to all Judges by ArRlyinton, chairman of the Judges Committee.

An incident has recently occurred at an Indoor Tournament where a Compound Archer
decided to “come down” before shooting the arrow. Unfortunately, during this manoeuvre,
the release aid triggered loosing the arrow which left the bow, hit the hard deck and
returned backwards, fletchings first, between two archers just missing their heads. Luckily,
no-one was injured, only shocked.

The National Judge Committee have decided that with immediate effect, all Judges
working at Indoor Tournaments advise all Compound Archers (possibly in their introduction
address) to point at the target with their bows if the wish to “come down”, and not at the
floor. Hopefully, this will stop any further incidents like the one mentioned from occurring
again.

The item will be discussed at the next Operations Committee Meeting in January hopefully
having it entered in the rules.

The above advice to remain pointing at the target tile “coming down” is just as valid for all
kinds of bow. The point is covered at beginners leV but in future this point will be
emphasised.
